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CONSTITUTION

PART 1 — PRELIMINARY.
1. Definitions

1.1 In these rules:

Commissioner means theCommissionerof the Office of Fair Trading.
Association means- Westlakes Amateur Radio Club Incorporated.

Committee member means a member who has been elected to the committee i
accordance with clause 15.4 and rule 16.

Ordinary committee member means- a committee member, who is not an office-
bearer of the association, as referred to in clags2

Secretary means —
(a) the person holding office under these ruleseasetary of the association, or
(b) if no such person holds that office — the puiblificer of the Association.
Annual General Meeting means -a meeting of the association held once annually to
receive annual reports, elect a new Committee aok sther business as indicated under
clause 26.2
General Meeting means -a normal meeting of the association, usually hebchtmy
Special General Meeting means a general meeting of the Association other than a
annual general meeting called to consider speeials of business such as changes to
the Constitution or other business as prescribeurule 27.
The Act means- the Associations Incorporation Act 1984.
The Regulation means- the Associations Incorporation Regulation 1999.

1.2 In these rules:
(a) a reference to a function includes a referéo@power, authority and duty,
and
(b) a reference to the exercise of a function itegy if the function is a duty, a
reference to the performance of the duty.

1.3 The provisions of thimterpretation Act 1984apply to and in respect of these rules in

the same manner as those provisions would so #@pplyse rules were an instrument
made under the Act.
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PART 2 - MEMBERSHIP.

2. Membership qualifications.
2.1 A person is qualified to be a member of th@assion if, but only if:
(a) the person is a person referred to in sectio(lL(a) (b) or (c) of the Act and has not
ceased to be a member of the association at aeyditer incorporation of the
association under the Act, or
(b) the person is a natural person:
(i) who has applied for membership of the assammais provided by rule 3, and
(i) who has been approved for membership of te®aation at a general
meeting of the association.
2.2 The committee may recommend to a general ngeefithe association that suitable
persons be appointed Honorary Members. Such Honbtambers shall not pay
subscription nor be entitled to vote at any meeting
2.3 Members may, by resolution at an annual gemeeating, confer Life Membership
on any member for meritorious service to the assioti, such life member shall be
entitled to all rights and responsibilities of mesrghip of the association but shall not be
liable to pay any subscriptions or levies.

3. Membership application.
3.1 Application for membership with the associatmnst be in writing and lodged with
the secretary of the association.
3.2 The application for membership shall be madtherprescribed form in accordance
with the association’s Operating Procedures.
3.3 Upon receiving an application for membershp, $ecretary must refer the
application to the next committee and associatieetings for determination.
3.4 As soon as practicable after that determinationasle, the secretary must:
(a) notify the applicant in writing of the deterration, and
(b) if the application is approved, request theliappt to pay, within the period
of 28 days of the date of notification, all feesdasermined by the committee to
be appropriate.
3.5 The secretary must, on payment by the applcfitie amounts determined in
accordance with sub-clause 3.4 (b) and within #eop referred to in that provision,
enter, or cause to be entered, the applicant’s raad@ther required details, in the
register of members. On the name being so entdre@pplicant becomes a member
of the association.

4. Membership renewal.

4.1 Membership renewal with the association mushleriting and lodged with the
treasurer of the association.

4.2 The Membership renewal shall be made on thecpbed form in accordance with
the association’s Operating Procedures.

4.3 Where a member has not paid his/her fees alediess within one (1) month of the
due date, the member shall be deemed unfinanaiavdhnot receive the association
newsletter nor any of the rights and privilegesngimbership.

5. Cessation of membership.

A person ceases to be a member of the associ&tios person:
(a) dies or,

(b) resigns membership, or

(c) is expelled from the association, or
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(d) failed to pay his/her fees or levies withing@r(3) months of the due date and an
entry into the Register of Members shall be madéab effect.

6. Membership entitlements are not transferable.

A right, privilege or obligation which a person Hasreason of being a member of the
association:

(a) is not capable of being transferred or transahito another person, and

(b) terminates on the cessation of the person’s neeship.

7. Resignation of membership.
7.1 A member of the association is not entitlecegign that membership except in
accordance with this rule.
7.2 A member of the association who has paid atiuants payable by the member to the
association in respect of the member’'s membershpnesign from membership of the
association by giving a written notice of resigoatto the secretary.
The resignation takes effect on:

(a) the date and the time the notice is receivethbyecretary; or

(b) if a later date is stated in the notice, therldate.
7.3 If a member of the association ceases to berabar under clause 7.2 and in every
other case where a member ceases to hold memhdrshigecretary must make an
appropriate entry in the register of members raogrthe date on which the member
ceased to be a member.

8. Register of members.

8.1 The secretary of the association must estahfishmaintain a register of members of
the association specifying the name and addresaadbf person who is a member of the
association together with the date on which thegebecame a member.

8.2 The register of members must be kept at theeipal place of administration of the
association and must be open for inspection, ffeharge, by any member of the
association at any reasonable hour.

8.3 A member of the association may obtain a cd@ng part of the register on
payment of a fee of $1 for each page copied @orifie other amount is determined by
the committee, that other amount.

9. Fees and subscriptions.
9.1 A member of the association must, on admigsionembership, pay to the
association a fee of $5 or, if some other amoudetermined by the committee, that
other amount.
9.2 In addition to any amount payable by the menubeéler clause 9.1, a member of the
association must pay to the association an anneaibarship fee of $20 or, if some
other amount is determined by the committee, ttiegraamount.
9.3 The annual membership fee is payable:
(a) except as provided by Sub-clause 9.3 (b) beffst&ebruary in each calendar
year, or
(b) if the member becomes a member on or aftefFdistuary in any calendar
year — on becoming a member and before 1st Febmiaach succeeding
calendar year.

10. Members’ liabilities.

The liability of a member of the association to tridoute towards the payment of the
debts and liabilities of the association or thegosharges and expenses of the winding
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up of the association is limited to the amoungny, unpaid by the member in respect of
membership of the association as required by rule 9

11. Resolution of internal disputes.

11.1 Disputes between members (in their capacitgersbers) of the association, and
disputes between members and the associatiomy deereferred to a community justice
centre for mediation in accordance with @@mmunity Justice Centres Act 1983.

11.2 At least 7 days before a mediation sessitme®mmence, the parties are to
exchange statements of the issues that are intdipgtween them and supply copies to
the mediator.

12. Disciplining of members.
12.1 Where the Committee or a member of the Cluab ibe opinion that a member of
the association:
(a) has persistently refused or neglected to comjily a provision or provisions
of this constitution, the Operating Proceduresgror other rules the association
may adopt from time to time;
Or
(b) has persistently and wilfully acted in a manpesjudicial to the interests of
the association, the committee;
(i) must cause notice of the complaint to be stivethe member concerned,
and
(i) must give the member 14 days from the timertbgce is served within which
to make submissions to the committee in conneatitimthe complaint,
and
(iif) must take into consideration any submissiaoreede by the member in
connection with the complaint.
12.2 The committee may then by resolution:
(a) expel the member from the association; or
(b) suspend the member from membership of the edgocfor a specified
period not exceeding three (3) months.
12.3 Where the Committee passes a resolution wsudeclauses 12.2 (a) or (b), the
secretary shall, as soon as practical, and noeelxog 7 days, cause a notice in writing to
be served on the member:
(a) setting out the resolution of the committee dredgrounds on which it is
based;
(b) stating that the member may address the coeengit a meeting to be held not
earlier than 14 days and not later than 28 days afirvice of the notice;
(c) stating the date, place and time of the megting
(d) informing the member that the member may daeeior both of the
following:
() attend and speak at that meeting;
(ii) submit to the committee at or prior to theaaf that meeting written
representation relating to the resolution.
12.4 At a meeting of the committee held as refetodd sub-clause 12.3, (b) and (c) the
committee shall:
(a) give to the member an opportunity to make mrpfesentations;
(b) give due consideration to any written represons submitted to the
committee by the member at or prior to the meetamgt
(c) by resolution determined whether to confirmiarevoke the resolution.
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12.5 Where the committee confirms a resolution uctiise 12.4, the secretary shall,
within 7 days after that confirmation, by noticewnting inform the member of the fact
and of the member’s right of appeal under rule 13.
12.6 A resolution confirmed by the committee unclause 12.4 does not take effect:
(@) until the expiration of the period within white member is entitled to appeal
against the resolution where the member does restise the right of appeal
within that period; or
(b) where within that period the member exercibesright of appeal, unless and
until the association confirms the resolution pargito clause 13.5.

13. Right of appeal of disciplined member.

13.1 A member may appeal to the association inrgéneeeting against a resolution of
the committee under rule 12, within 7 days aftdraeoof the resolution is served on the
member, by lodging with the secretary a noticéntu effect.

13.2 The notice may, but need not, be accompanjieddtatement of the grounds on
which the member intends to rely for the purpodeb@appeal.

13.30n receipt of a notice from a member under cladsg, the secretary must notify
the committee which is to convene a meeting ofagsociation to be held within 28 days
after the date on which the secretary receivedttiee.

13.4 At a general meeting of the association coesemder clause 13.3:

(a) no business other than the question of theadjip& be transacted, and

(b) the committee and the member must be giveoplpertunity to state their
respective cases orally or in writing, or both, and

(c) the members present are to vote by secrettlzallthe question of whether the
resolution should be confirmed or revoked.

13.5If at the meeting called in accordance with clal@e, the resolution is supported
by the majority of those present and voting, ttienresolution is confirmed.

PART 3 - THE COMMITTEE.

14. Powers of the committee.

The committee is to be called the committee of ganeent of the association and,
subject to the Act, the Regulation and this coastih and to any resolution passed by
the members of the association in any meeting:

(a) shall control and manage the affairs of theesasion, and

(b) may exercise all such functions as may be esanldy the association, other than
those functions that are required by these rulé®texercised by a general meeting of
members of the association, and

(c) has power to perform all such acts and doualhghings as appear to the committee
to be necessary or desirable for the proper manageof the affairs of the association.

15. Constitution and membership of the committee.
15.1 The committee is to consist of:
(a) the office-bearers of the association, and
(b) no less than four (4) ordinary members, eachihaim is to be elected at the
annual general meeting of the association underlél
15.2 The office-bearers of the association areetthb President, Vice President,
Secretary and Treasurer, all of whom shall be mesnifethe association, provided
however that the President shall hold an Amatewlidr@perators Certificate of
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Proficiency of some description and that not mbentforty percent of the number of the
other members of the committee be non-certificatddrs.

15.3 Each member of the committee is, subjectdsdhules, to hold office until the
conclusion of the annual general meeting followtimg date of the member’s election,
but is eligible for re-election.

15.4 In the event of a casual vacancy occurrinheénmembership of the committee, the
committee may appoint a member of the associatiditi the vacancy and the member
so appointed is to hold office, subject to thedes;wintil the conclusion of the annual
general meeting next following the date of the apipoent.

16. Election of members to the committee.
16.1 Nominations of candidates for the electionfise-bearers of the association or as
ordinary members of the committee:
(a) shall be a financial member of the association
(b) shall be made in writing, signed by 2 membédihe association other than
the nominee and accompanied by the written corefehe candidate, and
(c) shall be delivered to the secretary of the @asion by hand or by post at least
28 days before the date fixed for the holding ef Amnual General Meeting at
which the election is to take place, and
(d) shall be on the approved form as prescribébderOperating Procedures.
16.2 If insufficient nominations are received ita@ance with sub-clause 16.1(c) to fill
all vacancies on the committee, the candidates matel are taken to be elected and
further nominations are to be received at the angerzeral meeting.
16.3 If insufficient further nominations are reag&ily any vacant positions remaining on
the committee are taken to be casual vacancies.
16.4 If the number of nominations received in adaoce with sub-clause 16.1(c) is
equal to the number of vacancies to be filled gbesons nominated are taken to be
elected.
16.5 If the number of nominations received in adaace with sub-clause 16.1(c)
exceeds the number of vacancies to be filled, lathalto be held.
16.6 Ballot for election of office-bearers and omhy members
(a) Process of nomination.
Members may be nominated for the position of offiearer and/or an ordinary
member of the committee if they so choose.
(b) Process of the election.
The election of office bearers shall be carriediodhe first instance. Where a
member has nominated for more than one office-bgastion, the priority
for voting consideration shall be President, Vigeditlent, Treasurer then
Secretary. Once a member is elected to an offieeebg@osition, any other
nomination(s) in the current election shall lapse.
(c) Voting process.
Candidates shall be elected by a simple majoritg.vbhe conduct of the ballot
shall be as described in the Operating Procedures.

17. Secretary.
17.1 The secretary of the association must, as ag@nacticable after being appointed as
secretary, lodge notice with the association obhiser address.
17.2 It is the duty of the secretary to keep misute
(a) all appointments of office-bearers and membétke committee,
(b) the names of members of the committee presentemmittee meeting or
any other meeting of the association, and
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(c) all proceedings at all association meetings.
17.3 Minutes of proceedings at a meeting mustdpeesi by the chairperson of the
meeting or by the chairperson of the next succegedtieeting.

18. Treasurer.

It is the duty of the treasurer of the associateansure:

(a) that all money due to the association is ctél@@and received and that all payments
authorised by the association are made, and

(b) that correct books and accounts are kept shpthia financial affairs of the
association, including full details of all receiptsd expenditure connected with the
activities of the association.

19. Casual vacancies on the committee.

For the purpose of this constitution, a casual negan the office of a member of the
committee occurs if the member:

(a) dies, or

(b) ceases to be a member of the association, or

(c) becomes bankrupt, applies to take benefingflaw for the relief of bankrupt or an
insolvent debtors, compounds with his or her coedjtor makes an assignment of his or
her remuneration for their benefit under admintgtrawithin the meaning of the
Corporations Act 2001, of the Commonwealth, or

(d) resigns office by notice in writing given taetkecretary, or

(e) is removed from office under rule 20, or

(f) becomes a mentally incapacitated person, ooiines a temporary patient, a continued
treatment patient, a protected person or an indagmdvson within the meaning of the
Mental Health Act 1958 or a person under detentiater Part 7 of that Act, or

(g) is absent without the consent of the commifiten all meetings of the committee
held during a period of 6 months.

20. Removal of committee member.

20.1 The association in general meeting may byluésa remove any member of the
committee from the office of member before the eaqn of the member’s term of
office and may by resolution appoint another peitsamold office until the expiration of
the term of office of the member so removed.

20.2 A member may be removed from office at a g@maeeting of the association if a
majority of the members present and voting at atimg®&ote in favour of removing the
member.

20.3 A member has no right of appeal against a ,eeémbemoval from office under this
section.

21. Meetings and quorum of the committee.

21.1 The committee must meet at least 3 timesch pariod of 12 months at such place
and time as the committee may determine.

21.2 Additional meetings of the committee may bevemed by the president or by any
member of the committee.

21.3 Oral or written notice of a meeting of the comtee must be given by the secretary
to each member of the committee at least 48 haursuch other period as may be
unanimously agreed on by the members of the corm@)itiefore the time appointed for
the holding of the meeting.

21.4 Notice of a meeting given under clause 21.8trepecify the general nature of the
business to be transacted at the meeting and moelsgother than that business is to be
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transacted at the meeting, except business whicbhdimmittee members present at the
meeting unanimously agree to treat as urgent bssine

21.5 A quorum of members for the committee of tbsoaiation shall be five (5)
members of the association present in person dittedrio vote as committee members.
21.6 No business is to be transacted by the coeenittless a quorum is present and if,
within half an hour of the time appointed for theeting, a quorum is not present, the
meeting is to stand adjourned to the same placattied same hour of the same day in
the following week.

21.7 If at the adjourned meeting a quorum is nes@nt within half an hour of the time

appointed for the meeting, the meeting is to beah®d.

21.8 At a meeting of the committee:
(a) the president or, in the president’s absemeeyice-president is to preside, or
(b) if the president and the vice-president areaber unwilling to act, such one
of the remaining members of the committee as maghbsen by the members
present at the meeting is to preside.

22. Delegation by committee to sub-committee.
22.1 The committee may, by instrument in writingledjate to one or more sub-
committees (consisting of such member or membetiseodssociation as the committee
thinks fit) the exercise of such of the functiorishee committee as are specified in the
instrument, other than:
(a) this power of delegation, and
(b) a function which is a duty imposed on the coftteriby the Act or by any
other law.
22.2 A function the exercise of which has beenghkd to a sub-committee under this
rule may, while the delegation remains unrevokedexercised from time to time by the
sub-committee in accordance with the terms of #legation.
22.3 A delegation under this section may be mabdgstto such conditions or
limitations as to the exercise of any functionasrto time or circumstances, as may be
specified in the instrument of delegation.
22.4 Despite any delegation under this rule, thraradtee may continue to exercise any
function delegated.
22.5 Any act or thing done or suffered by a sub-taitee acting in the exercise of a
delegation under this rule has the same force Hadtas it would have if it had been
done or suffered by the committee.
22.6 The committee may, by instrument in writingyake wholly or in part any
delegation under this rule.
22.7 A sub-committee may meet and adjourn, asnkshproper.
22.8 A sub-committee shall have no control whateoe¥ any of the association’s funds.

23. Voting and decisions of the committee.

23.1 Questions arising at a meeting of the committeof any sub-committee appointed
by the committee are to be determined by a majofithe votes of members of the
committee or sub-committee present and votingeatribeting.

23.2 Each member present at a meeting of the cde®rot of any sub-committee
appointed by the committee (including the persasigiing at the meeting) is entitled to
one vote but, in the event of an equality of vatesany question, the person presiding
may exercise a second or casting vote.

23.3 Subject to clause 21.5, the committee magesjpite any vacancy on the
committee.
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23.4 Any act or thing done or suffered, or purpatio have been done or suffered, by
the committee or by a sub-committee appointed byctimmittee, is valid and effectual
despite any defect that may afterwards be discaverthe appointment or qualification
of any member of the committee or sub-committee.

PART 4 - MEETINGS OF THE ASSOCIATION.

24. General Meetings — calling and holding of
The committee shall convene no less than 9 (or additional number as the committee
sees fit) meetings of the association in any omanicial year.

25. Annual General Meeting — holding of

25.1 The association must convene an annual gemeegting of its members once in
each calendar year and within the period of 6 neafter the expiration of each
financial year of the association.

25.2 Clause 25.1 has effect subject to any extar@igpermission granted by the
Commissioner under section 26 (3) of the Act.

26. Annual General Meetings — calling of and busirss at
26.1 The annual general meeting of the associ&j®ubject to the Act and to rule 25, to
be convened on such date and at such place anasitie committee thinks fit.
26.2 In addition to any other business which majréwesacted at an annual general
meeting, the business of an annual general meistiognclude the following:
(a) to confirm the minutes of the last precedinguat general meeting and of
any special general meeting held since that meeting
(b) to receive from the committee reports on thevdies of the association
during the last preceding financial year,
(c) to elect office-bearers of the association arttinary members of the
committee,
(d) election of a Returning Officer (under clau$e3} and Assistant Returning
Officer,
(e) to receive and consider the statement whickgsired to be submitted to
members under section 26 (6) of the Act.
(f) to receive and consider any nomination(s) iie inembership of the
association.
26.3 A Returning Officer shall be elected at eawhual general meeting of the
association whose duties shall be to conduct tkeareual election of committee
members. The returning officer need not be a cotemimember. If the returning officer
ceases to be a member or resigns their positiangitireir term of office, an election to
fill the vacancy shall be held at the next generaéting of the association. In the event
there is no general meeting of the association éatvithe date of resignation and the
next annual general meeting, then the committek ayaoint a returning officer as a
casual vacancy under clause 15.4
26.4 An annual general meeting must be specifiexliels in the notice.

27.Special General Meetings — calling of

27.1 The committee may, whenever it thinks fit,\weme a special general meeting of the
association.

27.2 The committee must, on the requisition iniwgitof at least 5 percent of the total
number of members, convene a special general ngegftithe association.
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27.3 A requisition of members for a special generaéting

(a) must state the purpose or purposes of the nggetnd

(b) must be signed by the members making the retiguisand

(c) must be lodged with the secretary, and

(d) may consist of several documents in a simdamf each signed by one or

more of the members making the requisition.
27.4 If the committee fails to convene a specialegal meeting to be held within 1
month after that date on which a requisition of rbers for the meeting is lodged with
the secretary, any one or more of the members wdderthe requisition may convene a
special general meeting to be held not later thamoths after that date.
27.5 A special general meeting convened by a meorb®embers as referred to in
clause 27.4 must be convened as nearly as is @hlgiin the same manner as general
meetings are convened by the committee and any erewtid consequently incurs
expenses is entitled to be reimbursed by the assatifor any expense so incurred.

28. Notice of meetings

28.1 Except if the nature of the business proptsde dealt with at a general meeting
requires a special resolution of the associatiom secretary must, at least 14 days before
the date fixed for the holding of the general nragtgive a notice to each member
specifying the place, date and time of the meedimd)the nature of the business
proposed to be transacted at the meeting.

28.2 If the nature of the business proposed tocladt aiith at a general meeting requires
a special resolution of the association, the sagrehust, at least 21 days before the date
fixed for the holding of the general meeting, cansgce to be given to each member
specifying, in addition to the matter required unclause 28.1, the intention to propose
the resolution as a special resolution.

28.3 No business other than that specified in ttea convening a general meeting is to
be transacted at the meeting except, in the case ahnual general meeting, business
which may be transacted under clause 26.2.

28.4 A member desiring to bring any business bedageneral meeting may give notice
in writing of that business to the secretary whestmnuclude that business in the next
notice calling a general meeting given after reeffthe notice from the member.

29. Quorum for meetings.
29.1 No item of business is to be transacted anamgl meeting, annual general meeting
or special general meeting unless a quorum of mesvéitled under these rules to vote
Is present during the time the meeting is considgttat item.
29.2 For meetings described under clause 29.11®m€members present in person
(being members entitled under these rules to iodeganeral meeting) shall constitute a
quorum for the transaction of business.
29.3 If within half an hour after the appointed ¢iffior the commencement of a meeting a
quorum is not present, the meeting:
(a) if convened on the requisition of memberspibé dissolved, and
(b) in any other case, is to stand adjourned tsédmee day in the following week
at the same time, and (unless another place isfigpkat the time of the
adjournment by the person presiding at the meetirgpmmunicated by
written notice to members given before the day ictvthe meeting is
adjourned) at the same place.
29.4 If at the adjourned meeting a quorum is nes@nt within half an hour after the
time appointed for the commencement of the meetiregmembers present (being at
least 3) is to constitute a quorum.
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30. Presiding member.

30.1 The president or, in the president’s abseheeyice-president, is to preside as
chairperson at each meeting of the association.

30.2 If the president and the vice-president ase@abor unwilling to act, the members
present must elect one of their number to pressdehairperson at the meeting.

31. Adjournment.

31.1 The chairperson of any meeting at which agmas present may, with the consent
of the majority of members present at the meetudgourn the meeting from time to time
and place to place, but no business is to be tttedat an adjourned meeting other than
the business left unfinished at the meeting at lvthe adjournment took place.

31.2 If a meeting is adjourned for 14 days or mtire,secretary must give written or oral
notice of the adjourned meeting to each membeneatsociation stating the place, date
and time of the meeting and the nature of the legsiho be transacted at the meeting.
31.3 Except as provided in clauses 31.1 and 3bti;enof an adjournment of a meeting
or of the business to be transacted at an adjounseding is not required to be given.

32. Making of decisions at all meetings.
32.1 A question arising at any meeting of the assion is to be determined on a show
of hands and, unless before or on the declarafitimecshow of hands a poll is
demanded, a declaration by the chairperson theg@ution has, on a show of hands,
been carried or carried unanimously or carried pgriicular majority or lost, or an entry
to that effect in the minute book of the assocratie evidence of the fact without proof
of the number or proportion of the votes recordethvour of or against that resolution.
32.2 At all meetings of the association, a poll raydemanded by the chairperson or by
at least 3 members present in person at the meeting
32.3 If a poll is demanded at any meeting, the paist be taken:
(a) immediately in the case of a poll which reldtethe election of the
chairperson of the meeting or to the question adddjnurnment, or
(b) in any other case, in such manner and at soehliefore the close of the
meeting as the chairperson directs, and the regolaf the poll on the matter is
taken to be the resolution of the meeting on theiten.

33. Special resolution.

A resolution of the association is a special resmhu

(a) if it is passed by a majority which comprisegeast three-quarters of such members
of the association as, being entitled under thekss 1so to do, vote in person or by proxy
at a meeting of which at least 21 days writtenago$ipecifying the intention to propose
the resolution as a special resolution was giveactordance with these rules, or

(b) where it is made to appear to the Commissiterit is not practicable for the
resolution to be passed in the manner specifiethumse 33 (a), if the resolution is passed
in a manner specified by the Commissioner.

34. Voting at meetings.

34.1 Except as provided in clause 34.3, on anytourearising at any meeting of the
association a member has one vote only.

38. Funds — management.
